Dear Parents and Caregivers,

Welcome to Week 7. We have had another exciting week at our
school. Last week Mrs Scherer and Mrs Batty took their dance
groups to the State Sports Centre at Homebush for the SW Syd-
ney Regional Dance Festival. I was lucky enough to attend on the
Thursday evening, and was most impressed by the continuing
high standard of our students’ performance. Thank you to every-
one who supported this program and a special thanks to Mrs
Scherer and Mrs Batty for their tireless efforts.

Recently Camden Council ran a road safety education program in
our area for road users. They are also looking at ways that we can
make our Kiss and Drop area safer. We ask that all road users
take great care when picking up and dropping off children before
and after school. Last week our crossing attendant had his foot
run over by a car on the crossing by a driver who clearly wasn't
paying attention. Thankfully he wasn’t injured but could quite
easily have been hurt. We hope that everyone can work together
to keep our neighbourhood accident free, and value your support
with this.

We have lots of applications for exemption from schools because
of holidays and for several other reasons. Exemptions cannot be
given for children to leave early each day or for one or two days a
week to facilitate transport of other children at different schools.
